Wai-Con Traders Contract 2011

1 Introduction

1.1 This document is an official contract between the Traders Co-ordinator and interested Traders (The Trader). This contract will be held in regard for the full length of the Event, inclusive of days used for setting up and packing up. This contract will be binding to The Trader who is agreeing to the contract, all staff employed by said Trader.

1.2 Fangroups will also be required to abide by the terms of this contract, and will for such purposes also be considered a ‘Trader’.

1.3 All Traders upon submitting an application will be deemed to have read and agreed to be bound by this contract.

1.4 This document was prepared by Leah Crichton, Traders Co-ordinator (2009-10) & modified by Catherine Gilbert Traders Co-ordinator (2010-11),  with the approval of the PAniC committee.

2 The Event 

2.1 The Event refers to the Wai-Con Anime Convention, organised by the PAniC committee.  The event will be held at the Perth Convention Exhibition Centre (PCEC) January 2011

2.2 The Trader will be permitted access to the Traders’ Hall at the Wai-Con event, to set up on the dates given. Access times to the venue are subject to the discretion of the PCEC.

2.3 The Trader will commit to run their stall at the Wai-Con event January 2011, at the assigned times.

2.4 There will be limited security provided for the duration of the Event in the form of PAniC volunteers and PCEC security staff. Overnight limited security will be provided by the PCEC.  The PCEC security staff will patrol the convention centre premises as normal. The communal corridor areas will be available to other parties who have booked relevant rooms from the PCEC.  PAniC, the Traders Co-ordinator and the PCEC accept no responsibility for items that are damaged, lost or stolen at the Event.  If The Trader requires additional security, they will need to make their own arrangements and communicate with the Traders Co-ordinator and PAniC to ensure that it abides by the guidelines set out by the PCEC.  Secure rooms are available for separate hire.  A group of Traders may jointly hire one of the secure rooms.

2.5 If any changes to this Contract are made by the Traders Co-ordinator, or The Trader, the party responsible must notify the other in writing within 14 days of the change with changes no later than one week before The Event.

3 Trading and Space

3.1 The Pricing Structure for The Trader at the Event is as follows:
   - Tables $60 (includes tablecloth)






 - Venue Surcharge per table $100 





 - Trader Tickets $20 (two per table to a max of six) 



 - Chairs $20  








 - Additional items can be hired at cost from Perth Expo Hire

3.2 The tables are standard size trestle tables (180cm long, 750cm wide and 765cm tall).

3.3 The Trader will be allowed some discretion on positioning of their stall, subject to availability.  The position of all Trader stalls will be finalised by the Traders Co-ordinator, in consultation with PCEC.  The layout of the Traders’ Hall will be finalised one month prior to the Event.  

3.4 If The Trader requires overnight storage space a secure area will be available complimentary from the Traders Co-ordinator on a first come first served basis.  Any other arrangements The Trader makes regarding storage should be discussed with the Traders Co-ordinator.

3.5 The Trader must nominate a candidate who will be contactable during the duration of the Event, and will be responsible to discuss any issues.

3.6 Any areas near an emergency exit must be kept clear at all times.  All areas immediately in front of the tables must be held clear for attendees of the convention, preventing traffic obstruction. There must be a minimum of two metres clearance for attendees.

3.7 Extra hire items requested, such as dvd players, pin-up boards, glass cabinets, extra security, will incur additional expenses which will be borne by The Trader.  The Trader may also choose to bring in their own equipment but must notify the Traders Co-ordinator of any items they intend to bring, before the 13th of November 2010  If special requirements are required, please discuss them with the Traders Co-ordinator at least two months prior to the Event. 

3.8 The Trader will need to submit a list of items they wish to use/display/sell at the convention at least three months prior to the Event.  The Traders Co-ordinator reserves the right to refuse to allow any item into the Event.

3.9 The trading/selling of bootleg and other illegal merchandise is not permitted at the Event and will not be tolerated for any reason. If The Trader is found to have these items they will be asked to remove said items from their table. One discussion and warning will be issued. If a trader fails to comply and does not remove the items immediately and leave them off their table for the entirety of the convention, The Trader will be ejected from the Event. 

3.10 The Event is ALCOHOL FREE, DRUG FREE and BOOTLEG FREE.  The Traders Co-ordinator and PAniC reserve the right to refuse entry or to eject anyone caught in violation of these rules. 

4 Trader Staff

4.1 The Trader will be required to submit a list of their staff tending the convention stall to the Traders Co-ordinator by the 13th of November 2010.

4.2 Each Trader will be given a specially coloured badge with their identification inscribed upon it. Staff participating in any sort of activity must have this badge on their persons, although it may be removed at other times. Badge will be provided to The Trader prior to the convention.

4.3 The Trader and all employees operating the stall must have either a Trader ticket or a general admission ticket.

5 Penalties

5.1 The penalties for breaches in this contract will be decided by the PAniC committee. The scope of penalties is limited to expulsion from the Event, or limitation of access to the Event. The decision of the PAniC committee is final.

5.2 If the violation relates to the selling of a bootleg item, The Trader will be asked to remove the item on a first offence. Further offences will be considered grounds for expulsion from the Event.

6 Payment Terms

6.1 The deadline for submissions of Trader applications is the 13th November 2010

6.2 The deadline for payment of the stall is the 301h December 2010

6.3 There will be no refund to any Trader or fangroup that is expelled from the Event for misbehaviour or failure to comply with the rules set out in this contract.

6.4 Additional requests for equipment or special considerations must be received by the Traders Coordinator by the 13th November 2010.

6.5 Cancellations made and postmarked (If sent via mail) before the 13th of November 2010 are eligible for a full refund. Cancellations past this date will not be eligible for a refund.
